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REGULATIONS FOR BOXING OUTSIDE THE AREAS CONTROLLED BY THE ABAE (EXCLUDING SCOTLAND AND WALES)
1. No member of an affiliated club may compete or officiate outside the area controlled by 

the ABAE without the prior sanction of the ABA of England Ltd.

2. Affiliated clubs or members receiving invitations to box outside the area controlled by the ABAE must obtain consent of the ABA of England Ltd before accepting such invitation.

3. Consent of the ABAE will be subject to the following conditions:

a) The inviting club is a member of the association affiliated to AIBA
b) The inviting club has the approval of its own governing body which shall be communicated to the ABAE
c) Personal accident and travel insurance for boxers and officials is the responsibility of the traveling club/association. Please note that a copy of the insurance gained by the club/association must be included with the application, otherwise permission cannot be granted by the ABA.
d) The application to the ABAE must give the following information:- 

· The date and venue of the proposed match or tournament

· The names of the boxers participating

· The names of the officials who will accompany them

· The number of contests planned for each member of the team

· The probable duration of the visit


4. ABAE clubs which box outside the ABAE area shall not permit the boxers concerned to be described other than as member of that club. 


5. Permission can only be granted to directly affiliated clubs.


6. Applications for permission to box outside the area controlled by the ABAE or to invite boxers or teams from other National Associations to box in England must be made to the ABAE through the Regional Secretaries at least 14 days before the boxing is due to take place.


7. No boxer may compete on two consecutive days whilst abroad.

THE THREE DAY RULE MUST BE OBSERVED WHILST ABROAD.

BOXERS CAN ONLY BOX TWICE WHILST ABROAD.


10.
A boxer who is knocked out by a blow to body or head or receiving a decision RSC (H) 


cannot box or spar for 28 days. This ruling must be strictly observed.

Remember – no person can alter a decision regarding the suspension period stipulated by     the ABA of England Ltd medical scheme on a boxer’s medical card.
